Eligibility

Each high school art teacher is invited to submit up to 
two artworks in any media. Please note the media on 
the entry form. 2-D works my not exceed 36" in any 
direction; 3-D works may not exceed 24" in width and 
depth, 48" in height and 75 lbs in weight. Only work 
completed after August 2008 is eligible.

Presentation

2-D work on canvas needs to be stretched, all other 2–D 
works need to be matted using white mat board. All 3–D 
work should be appropriately prepared for display. If  
there are any special presentation needs, please provide 
detailed instructions.

Responsibility for Artwork

All reasonable care will be given to artwork.
